Circle K Sunkus operates a franchised convenience store business. \Whereas net sales constitute the direct source of earnings for
non-franchise retailers, operating revenue is the source of earnings for Circle K Sunkus’ franchise business. As shown in the
chart on the right, operating revenue is drawn from four main sources: @ royalties on gross profit of franchised stores, @
license fees from area franchisers, ® net sales of Company-owned stores and @ other operating revenue.

Royalties on gross profit of franchised stores (D) represent approximately 52% of operating revenue. These royalties are a
certain percentage of each store’s monthly gross profit, as prescribed in the franchise agreement. License fees from area franchisers
(@) are paid to Circle K Sunkus in return for the provision of information and expertise concerning the convenience store business.
As of February 28, 2007, fees from Circle K Sunkus’ 13 area franchisers represented approximately 2% of operating revenue. Net
sales of Company-owned stores (®) vary according to changes in the number of Company-owned stores. As of February 28,
2007, Circle K Sunkus had 598 Company-owned stores. For historical trends in the ratio of Company-owned stores, please refer
to page 13. The primary component of other operating revenue (@) is real estate rental income. For Type A agreement Circle K
stores, Circle K Sunkus subleases most of the stores it leases to franchisees. The main component of real estate rental income is
rent received from franchisees after Circle K Sunkus records store leasing expenses, including those for Type A agreement stores,
as selling, general and administrative (SG&A) expenses. Other operating revenue represents approximately 7% of operating
revenue. (Figures are shown on a non-consolidated basis.)

Franchise agreements concluded between Circle K Sunkus and franchisees are divided into two categories: Type A and Type C
agreements. As of February 28, 2007, Circle K Sunkus had concluded Type A agreements with 1,498 stores and Type C
agreements with 2,465 stores. In recent years, the number of Type A agreements has been decreasing, while Type C agreements
have been on the rise. (Please see the Breakdown by Agreement Type section on page 13.) Circle K Sunkus has not yet fully
unified the franchise agreements of the two convenience store brands, Circle K and Sunkus. However, there are no material
differences between agreements at Circle K and Sunkus, as shown in the table on the right.

Significant recent developments regarding franchise agreements are outlined below:

November 2000 Circle K introduced a new franchise agreement package.
Circle K reduced royalty percentages to match those of Sunkus.
September 2004 Sunkus revised franchise agreement packages so as to make them largely similar to those of Circle K.

Eliminated certain conditions unique to Sunkus, such as the Type E agreement*' and liquor-exempt royalty system*2.

*1 Type E Agreement This agreement lies between Type A and Type C agreements. The Company rents the
building, but all internal remodeling costs are borne by the franchisee. The investment
required by the franchisee is thus around ¥20 million. The average royalty percentage for
Type E agreements is higher than Type A but lower than Type C, at approximately 44%.

*2 Liquor-exempt Royalty System A system where no royalty charges are applied to gross profit on alcoholic beverages, limited
only to Type A agreements. Sunkus achieved the highest percentage of stores licensed to sell
alcohol among the top four convenience store chains in the industry due in large part to this

system, which was introduced in 1987.

Circle K Sunkus delivers products to stores in accordance with delivery schedules and methods specific to each product
category, as shown in the table below. Since the merger in September 2004, Circle K Sunkus has been working to consoli-
date vendor and logistics networks as shown in the chart on the right. Vendor networks have already been consolidated in the
six product categories of snacks, processed foods, soft drinks, alcoholic beverages, frozen foods and general merchandise.
Joint deliveries, where deliveries are made to both Circle K and Sunkus stores using a single truck, have also been imple-
mented. In April 2006, Circle K Sunkus began integration of vendor and logistics networks in the remaining fast foods and
perishable foods categories. The integration process was steadily extended to regions nationwide according to the plans shown
in the table on the right, and was completed in July 2007.
